OLD Business

Beyond the Demos D Christopher Shotola-Hardt

Christopher has been working hard to encourage art teachers to continue
working as studio artists. He has spearheaded two group exhibitions thus far,
"Beyond the Demos" and "Beyond the Demos II," and is looking for venues
across the state in which to host future shows. There is a good possibility that
Beyond the Demos Il will be hosted at Pacific Northwest College of Art in
Portland's Pearl District.




More immediately we will have Beyond the Demos Il at Oregon City's Carnegie
Center in November 2007. This year there were about 30 applicants, with works
from 14 artists accepted into the show. Word of the show seems to be spreading.
Last year the participants were mostly board members. This year more people
participated who were not board members. There were several returning artists,
but lots of new faces, too. The show opens the 1* Tuesday of November and
stays up through the end of the year. Most pieces are for sale, so being up during
the holiday season will be a great bonus.

Christopher read the names of this year@® participants. They are Heidi Keith,
Christina Erickson, Lori Shippy, Linda Kieling, Ron Stinnett, Steven Schefelbein,
Cheryl Butterfield, Amy Burnham, Katie Brink, Anne Goodrich, Cynthia Schubert,
Van Patten, Anna Meyrick and Rebecca Buchanan.

There was a discussion about a ceramic piece that was damaged last year at the
show. The piece damaged last year was on the floor, and was damaged by a
child whose family felt terrible. This child was part of a Home school group that
takes classes at the center; parents from this group pooled their money to pay for
the piece. This year all ceramic pieces are tabletop pieces.

The OAEA paid for the postcards advertising the Beyond the Demo’s show, and
will do so again. We will aim to unveil this year's cards at the fall conference, as
we did last year.

A question was asked about the need for the pieces in this show to be for sale.
Sascha Gordon-Manning, who is the director of the Carnegie Center and the
curator of the show, answered that if you have more than one piece accepted,
she asks that at least one of them be for sale. The Carnegie Center is a
business, and having most of the pieces for sale helps ensure that we can
continue to hold the show there.

Exhibits _ Susan Parker

&-Oregon , Where We LiveQis the name of the annual show that we participate
in at the Airport. Susan is the representative from our board that works with RAC
(Regional Arts and Culture), the organization that puts this on. It has been a very
successful exhibit in the past. Last year® exhibit was located in the
Alaska/Horizon Terminal which is behind security. We did not feel that it was as
good of location as in the past when it was not behind security. However, the
show was still very successful. Susan read letter from Peggy at RAC detailing the
issues and concerns for this years show. Future construction at the airport
causes a problem. They are working on getting it in another area that will not
behind security. She will hear back later this week from the airport on what their
plans are and the fate of our show this year. As soon as Susan hears the details
she will email the news to everyone, hopefully within the week.




Some detail we do know about the condition work should be in for the show.
Frames are too heavy for the way the work is hung so pieces should be matted
only. No framed pieces will be hung. The Airport tells RAC what is acceptable
work and then RAC tells us. We have had a controversial piece in the past but
they did show it. Now they are having a meeting to see if they even will have a
show this year.

Many people brought work for this show to the conference in the past. This year
the student show at the conference will be electronic, but work can still be
brought if the show is happening. Susan will not request work until she gets the
information about weather the show is happening this year. Susan asked for one
piece form each school, giving the show wide coverage. The show is usually up
from November to May, so participants need to keep in mind that they will not be
able to use this work for anything else all year.

There were more questions about mounting pieces. Susan® students usually put
Velcro on the back to the airports specifications. The Velcro is provided by RAC.
Work that is not mounted well will be sent back. Susan will send specifications for
mounting when she knows about the show.

Scholastic _ Susan Parker

Shannon and Susan participated in an online training session for the Scholastic
Art and Writing Awards. The website is much more user friendly than it was last
year. Registration should be easier and we expect an even smoother and more
successful show that last year.

lan Anaya a student from Aloha High School in Beaverton designed this year®
poster. Yeah! This is great recognition for Oregon schools. The new book of last
year® national award recipients is out. Susan passed out a book to everyone on
the board. We are in the book this year. lan Anya from Aloha High School and
Una Rose from Da Vinci Middle school in Portland both have work in the book.

Susan wanted to remind us all that we are ambassadors fro the program and it@
scholarships. As such we need to remember that it is an Awards Recognition
Program and not a contest with a winner. Our terminology should always be
@ward recipientOnot @ward winner.O

The Scholastic awards program has been around for 88 years and this will be our
3 year sponsoring the Region. Currently we cover the three counties of
Clackamas, Multnomah and Washington while the rest of the state is still
considered @t large.ONext year we plan on opening up to some satellite areas of
the state, including the Bend area. Eventually the whole state will be covered.

A committee will meet after the main board meeting to iron out more details for
this year.



Pacific Regional Meeting in Alaska _ Shannon McBride

Shannon flew up to the Pacific Regional meeting in which was held in Fairbanks
Alaska this year. Shannon® comments on Alaska were that it was huge and so
lush. She really enjoyed it and found it to me an extremely useful trip.

Shannon was able to meet the national director, Debra Reeves. Bonnie, from
Tennessee who is the NAEA President was also there. Shannon was impressed
that Debra took the time to meet everyone on and spend quality time finding out
about them. She is a person who looks at details and is willing to try new ways of
doing things. Shannon was excited about the new blood.

Discussions at the conference included new goals for the organization, inspiring
conversations about inclusion and diversity as well as location the national
conference west of the Mississippi sometime. So far it has been on the Eastern
side of the US. The next five years are already set but they are looking at San
Francisco, Seattle and Denver as possible future locations.

Website, Logo, Brochure, Poster Suzanne Puttman

The website looks great. We can confidently send people there. Thank you
Suzanne. Suzanne has revamped the website since last spring. It is more open,
has new logo included.

Suzanne passed out new variations of the logo for members to make comments
on. Now that we have a logo we are working on the brochure. This will be a
general flier telling about the OAEA. It should be usable for a long time.

We have also talked about having an OAEA calendar that includes pictures of
student artwork and dates for school art events around the state.

Suzanne has added a counter to the website. We have been getting a lot of hits
and people downloading the form for the conference. The board discussed

¥ Adding a button to the website so people can add themselves to the
mailing list for an eNews letter
¥ A button to donate to OAEA Scholarships

Since Shannon compiles and edits all the information that goes onto the website
and then sends it to Suzanne who posts it; all information for the website should
go to Shannon.



ENews will go out four times a year. If you have something that you want to go
out on the ENews send it to Shannon and let her know that it will be ENews.
Always send information to Shannon.

Kelly is making a database of all the schools in Oregon, including addresses,
phone numbers, principals and their email and all the art teachers and their
email. This database can them be parceled out to each of the regional reps to
facilite their contacts as well as to contact more people with news of OAEA
happenings. There are 174 public school districts in the state B not to mention
the private schools. At the time of the meeting she was about halfway through
the public school list. Currently she is using Excel to compile the information but
this is a spreadsheet and she would like to have it in a database format. She
doesn®have a database program but plans on getting one soon. Kelly would like
to get Grilemaker ProGand knows she can get it for an educators discount, but
she is not sure of the cost at this time. The board decided to empower Kelly to by
a database program not exceed $300.

Bonnie showed the Poster that was made for the conference and was sent to
secondary teachers. Everyone agreed that it looked great. The poster as well as
the registration brochure was printed at Documart, a company that works with the
Beaverton school district and Katie found to be much cheaper than printing
places we have used in the past. They also deliver.

Mini-Grants Anyone? _ Shannon McBride

Mini-grants were explained to the new members. Regional reps have $200 to use
at their discretion to promote membership outreach. The mini-grant is an
additional $300 that must be applied for. The primary function of the mini-grant is
to build community in the art education field and raise OAEA Membership. You
must be a member to tap into the mini-grant.

Our membership is 145 right now. This is the highest we have been but we
believe we can grow much more. There was a question about information being
available at the conference on mini-grants and other OAEA benefits. In the past
we have had a table with information on the OAEA at our conference. We will put
out literature on a table this year and Shannon will talk about what the OAEA
does for you.

Peny has emailed all of the nominators requesting of them to email a 250 word
statement and photo about the awardees to her by Oct. 5, so she can get the
table program ready for the Conference.

Shannon reminded the board that the NAEA puts out a lot of awards besides the
State awards. We, the board, nominate people for a lot of state awards. It is
really not a lot of work to nominate a person at the state level. All you need to do
is write up a short statement and get a couple of pictures. It gets more work to
move the award up to the regional and national levels. Nine pages of paperwork
are involved at the national level. But just because you nominate someone at the
state level does not mean that you need to do all the paperwork and send them
on to the national level. You must be a member to be nominated for even a state
award.

If you want to nominate someone who is not a member they will need to become
a member. The question was asked whether we could we pay for someone to be
members so we could give them an award. The answer to this was that isn®
really what the point of the awards. While it could be a hook to bring people in to
the OAEA, we don®want to have 20 people winning who are not members. Way
back when, regions made awards and they did not need to be a member.
Perhaps we could have some state regional awards to help bring others into the
association. This is something to look at for the future. As a side note it was
emphasized that our dues are tax deductible.

A lot of time was spent on clarifying awards at the regional meeting that we
hosted a couple of years ago. It is not that hard at the state level.

Awards ceremonies in other states are huge. They have banquets and major
celebrations. OAEA award winners get a certificate but it was suggested that we
do something more. Amy will look into creating a pin or medallion for the award
winners.



The board discussed putting an archive of awardees on the website. W also
want to change the website to make it clearer and easier to nominate for the
state level.

The board discussed the need for more post-secondary members. The question
was raised, Qvhat do we do to serve them at the post-secondary level?Q0ne
answer to this is that give students and alumni more contacts. The point was also
made that this conference is doing more than any other to need needs of our
higher Ed colleagues.

Since we are doing the student show digitally it was suggested that we also do a
digital show of the award winners work as well as them working in their
classroom. The board agreed that this was a good plan. Ellie will work with Peny
and Shannon on this.

YAM (Youth Art Month) Joelle Browning

We, the Oregon chapter of the Art Education Association received an award of
Excellence this year from the Council for Art Education. We tied with Louisiana
and Georgia.

Last year® theme for Youth Art Month was Quicense to create.OStudents created
artwork to go inside license plate holders that were sent to the legislators.

Since legislators can no longer accept gifts we are modifying our methods this
year. We will send information on Youth Art Month to all the legislators as usual,
but this year the student artwork on the envelopes. We are also planning on
creating custom stamps using student work.

We still need ideas for a theme for this year b perhaps something with the words
stamp, post or mail in it.

Joelle needs help with the YAM program this year. The suggestion was made for
a 2-year rotating position for to keep things fresh. Other states have a rotating
staff on all things. Trish volunteered to help Joelle this year.

Congratulations to Linda who has been asked to be on the new NAEA advisory
committee for advocacy.

New Business

National Conference

Shannon encouraged every one to go to a National conference. In the past when
people have been presenters at Nationals the OAEA helped pay for them. Since
the presenters have not been posted yet we do not know whom we need to fund
in this way.




A motion was made to help fund Linda going to the National conference and
represent us at the Middle Level. She is the National Middle School Award
winner after all. The board agreed to give $250 to Linda to help defray costs of
her attending the conference. We will also be paying some for the president and
the vice president to go.

Shannon suggested that we meet at different schools again this year and asked
for volunteers to host this year® board meetings. The following schools were
volunteered for meetings, Wilsonville, Rosemont, Clackamas, Pilot Butte in Bend.

Maria made lists of responsibilities for the conference committee members this
year. It was extremely helpful. Thank you Maria.

Things are going well. We have a lot of great presenters this year and more
sessions than we ever had.

There are still about 8 slots still open for the Sandy Skoglund workshop. We will
use cash register tape for this fun installation project. It will be located in the
Miller Gallery and it will be up for the entire Conference. It was asked if extra
funds from the workshop were available to fund some others into the workshop.
Everyone who is coming now is paying. So far attendees of this workshop are
either board member or have helped out with Scholastic. Now we are opening
the workshop up to everyone. We will need help unloading materials before this
workshop as well as help taking down after the conference. Sandy also said that
we could videotape the workshop for our archives.

Ellie went through the volunteer list for the conference and filled slots with board
members. We really need students to help as well. Ellie will delineate jobs and
times for student helpers and send out emails to area teachers. This way,



students will know exactly what is expected of them. We will need names of all
volunteers so we can have a nametag for them. This is required by the museum.

The question was asked if we could have one table that is not paid for specifically
set aside for Non-Profit groups. We have has some requests to put literature out
for some groups who did not want to purchase an entire table. Christopher also
has a student who would like space. Shannon read a letter about the project
Christopher® student is doing and what he is asking for. Vendors pay $100 for
two tables. It was questioned whether we have room for a Nonprofit information.
We need to make a difference between profit sand non-profit. It would be table
for everyone to share. Someone suggested that it would be OK to have a student
table, perhaps in the future. Non-Profits could also present at a workshop if they
cannot pay for a vendor table. After hearing all this feedback it was decided that
the decision should be made in the Conference committee.

Board members were reminded to bring Door Prizes to the conference. An Email
has already gone out regarding this.

We have had trouble getting evaluations back in the past. Last year we got them
from everyone by giving prizes out at lunch to people who turned in their
evaluations. But that meant that they were turning them in before the last
session. This year Lunch is between sessions A and B instead of sessions B and
C so it really wouldn®work. The Committee had an idea that this year we will
have a board member or someone stationed at each of the C session to make
sure that evaluations get turned in at the end of the session. Just like at the end
of a college course where you do the evaluation at the last class. The presenters
will not need to be bothered by it at the volunteers will collect all of the
evaluations. This was approved and numerous board members volunteered to
collect forms for the session they are planning on being in. Of greatest concern
here were the sessions that are happening off site.

The board wants to do something to recognize our former board members, Cathy
Cain and John Beck. It was decided that we will give them each a $100 and
either a T-shirt or apron with this year@ conference logo on it.
